« DMV does not base driving on age but on function
« Each case Is evaluated on its own merits
« DMV identifies drivers for review by

— Driver’s license applications
— Reports of impaired drivers
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Driver’s License Application

Medical questions on the DMV application inquire about:

e Vision conditions

« Physical and/or mental condition that requires medication

e Seizure, blackout or loss of consciousness

« Condition that requires the use of special equipment to drive

e Please provide specific information about the concern
 What did you observe? Be as specific as possible

e Even if the driver continues to drive, the driver, the family
and the healthcare provider will be alerted to potential
conditions that may impact driving safety

 Documents a history that may indicate a pattern is
developing
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Assessing a Driver

Does the driver have difficulty communicating/do the
answers make sense”?

Does the driver admit being unaware of the other vehicles
or pedestrians?

Does the driver seem confused when following
Instructions?

Does the driver have difficulty producing ID?
Does the driver understand the laws ignored or violated?

Is the driver aware of the day, date and time?

e Pedal misapplication

e Dings and dents

 Family expresses concerns
